Ecology Field Trip for A level Biology students 
 
The Biology department is planning to run a one day Ecology course at Riverside Park, 
Tytherington on Tuesday 25th June 2024. All the Yr12 students will be studying together on the 
same day. Students will leave College at around 9am and are expected to return no later than 
3pm. 
 
The trip will focus on covering aspects of the unit 7C Populations in Ecosystems with a focus on 
appreciation of ecosystems as dynamic systems.
