Physics Trip to Geneva and CERN

The physics department is organising a trip to Geneva, with an excursion to see the particle accelerator at
CERN. It is a two-night trip to Geneva which will give students a chance to explore this beautiful city and
visit the United Nations.

The trip is organised to fly from Manchester airport on Friday 26 January at 6am and return on the
evening of Sunday 28" January at 8pm. The excursion to CERN will be on the Saturday and the UN on the
Friday afternoon.

The cost of the trip is quoted at £540 which covers flights, accommodation at the Meininger Hotel in
Geneva with continental breakfasts, a tour of the United Nations, and a game of bowling on the Friday
night. This cost could fluctuate slightly if the air fare increases, or we do not fill the trip with 20 students.
The hotel rooms are currently being held for us, but there is a limit for how long they will hold them, so to
secure your place please could you pay a £200 deposit via ParentPay by Friday 13™ October. If you have
