Initiating and developing an idea

They will learn how to use a mind map to make initial
links to a theme and expand lateral thinking through
word association.

They will make visual links and development through
selecting images to produce thematic collage
arrangements

Gain a working knowledge of the work of Sir Eduardo

Gain an understanding of their Popular Culture and
how to make a successful collage

Critical analysis
Research and reproduce a colour image. Focus on the

compositional arrangements including flat field and
depth of field(fore/middle/background). They will
understand the arrangements of figurative and
abstract elements.

They will revisit the element of title, annotation, high
quality image research, thematic presentation/ page
preparation and reproduction study.

Making a Collage
They will produce personal pop culture collages,

where appropriate making thematic and formal links
to the work of Paolozzi. They will select appropriate
secondary sourced images

They will take a selection of photographs from a
large-scale still-life arrangement. They will practice
techniques including drawing, monoprint, biro on
photograph(squeegee) and collage.

They will work in large scale to produce an
observation drawing. They will use water soluble
graphite and any other appropriate medium

They will develop collages to research the themes of
ready-mades in assemblages and sculptures. They
will explore the associated themes of
robot(humanoid) forms and of recycled items to use
in an artwork

They will use their imagination, creating thematic and

visual hybrids, to design an anthropomorphic
structure using ready-made objects.

They will create a recycled robot using found objects,
linked to their popular culture. They will join
resistant materials to produce their sculpture. They
will consider how to attach, wrap, deconstruct,
reconstruct, render and reconfigure
